This contract effective this day of . . 1s by and between NATIONAL WESTERN
LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY, Austin, Texas, and . General Agent.
In this contract the General Agent will be referred to as "you” or "your" and National Western Life Insurance Company will be referred to

as "NWL®" "us," "we," or "our." Itis agreed by lhe parties as follows:

1. PRIOR CONTRACT. The execulion of this contracl terminates and renders void all prior agency conlracts for annuities {not fife
insurance} made between you and us, except that it shall not be construed to affect or impair (a} any claim by you against us for
compensation provided for in such contracts an business heretofore written and (b) any debts, claims or liens of any kind, whether for
maoney or olherwise, by us againsi you under any such contracl.

2, INDEPENDENT CONTRACTQOR. You are an independent contractor and nothing in this coniract shall be consltrued to create the
relationship of principal and agent or master and servant or employer and employee.

3. APPCINTMENT. We appoint you personally and {hrough your agenls lo procure applications for annuity contracts as are issued by
us subject to our Ratebook and our Rules and Regulations. You and your agenls agree to abide by our Rules and Regulations now or
hereinafter in force, which Rules and Regulations shall constitute a parl of ihis coniract.

4. AGENTS. Your agents include: (a) agents and brokers assigned to you by us and (b) agents and brokers appoinied by you and
subjecl to the lerms of this contract, provided you maintain a valid license and appeintment as our agent in each stale in which you
appoint any such agents. Each agent whom you appoint must execute a written contract directly with us, and such contract shall be
effective anly when also executed by us. You have no authority to modify or amend any part of such contract. Although we may be
required to appoint a person on our behalf in a particular slate, such appoinlment shall not affect the fact that he/she is actually your
agent. .

We reserve the following rights al our discrelion withoul liabilily lo you: (a) to refuse lo contract with any proposed agent and (b) to
terminale the conlract of any of your agenls with or wilhoul cause.

5. TERRITORY. You are authorized to do business under the condilions of lhis contract in any territory in which we are authorized to
do business provided you are properly licensed in such lerritory. No territory is exclusively assigned. We reserve the right lo withdraw
from all or any poertion of any terrilory at our discrelion withoul liabilily 1o you.

6. AUTHORITY. Your righl, power, or authority on our behalf shall exist only as expressly slated in this contract. No right, power, or
authority shall be implied either from the grant or denial of powers specifically mentioned herein or the failure to menlion any right or
power herein.

You agree lhatl you and your agents are without authority 1o do or perform and expressly agree nol to do or perform the following acts
on our behalf: (a) incur any indebtedness or liability; (b) make, alter, or discharge contracts; (¢) waive forfeilures; (d) quote rates other
than as quoled by us; (8} extend the time for payment of any premium; (f) waive payment in cash; (g) guaraniee dividends; (h) deliver
any policy more than thirly (30) days after issuance by us; or (i) deliver any paolicy unless the applicant is in lhe health described in the
application and in good health.

Further, you agree that you and your agents shall not: (j) violate the insurance laws of any slate in which you may be soliciting
applications for annuities; (k} wilhhald any of our, the policyholder's, prospeclive policyholder's or applicant's monies or property; (I}
rebate or offer to rebate all or any parl of a premium on our annuities; {m) induce or attempt to induce any of our policyholders to
discontinue payment of premiums or to relinguish any annuily; {n) induce or attempl to induce any of our agents or brokers to leave our
sefvice, (o) perpetrate any fraud against us, our policyholders, prospective policyholders or applicants; or {p} violale our Rules and
Regulations which are incorporated herein. In the event unauthorized act (j), {k), {I}, {m}, {n), {0), or {p} shall accur, whether before or
after termination of lhis conlracl, our obligation lo pay commissions and any other compensalion under this contract and any other
contract with you shail cease and lerminate immedialely, il being agreed thal our actual damages resulting frem such violations will be
difficult to calculate or measure.

7. MONIES AND SECURITIES. All monies or securities collected, received, or which olherwise come into your control or the control of
your agents, which belong to us, our palicyholders, prospective policyholders, or applicanis shall be securely held in a fiduciary trust,
and shall not be used for any personal or other purposes whatsoever, but shall be immediately paid over lo us. You guarantee the
payment to us of all monies or securities intended for or owing to us, our policyholders, prospective policyholders, or applicants thal are
collecled, received, or olherwise come into your control or the conirol of your agents.

B. COMMISSIONS. You shall be paid commissions on premiums paid to and received by us, in accordance with the following
"Schedule of Commissions.”

Your commissions shall be reduced by the amount of any commissions lo which your agents are entitled whether we pay such
commissions to the agents or to third parties. Commissions shall be payable hereunder only in accardance with our Rules and
Regulations and shali not be allowed on premiums waived or commuted by reasen of death, disability, or exercise of policy options.
Commissions thal become payable shall be paid to you, your executors, administrators, or assigns; however, neither this contract nor
any benefils to accrue hereunder shall be assigned nor iransferred, either in whole or in part, without our written consent. We agree lo
pay to you the commissions that your agents would have received from us under their contracts except for their failure to satisfy the
terms of their contracts. In no event will you be entitled to receive commissions that revert to you from your lerminated agents in
excess of the amount such terminated agents would have received under the vesting provisions of their contracts.

(C) This plan is available only lo agenls cerlified by NWL? to solicil equily-indexed anauities,

(D) Il the annuilanl dies within one (1) year of the policy issue date, commission previously paid lo you will be charged back to your account and shall
beceme a debt due lo us which is due and payable on demand. The chargeback will be as follows: f death cccurs within six (6) months of policy issue,
100% of the commission will be reversed; if death occurs in the seventh (7th) month, 85% of the commission will be reversed; il dealh accurs in the
gighth {8lh) month, 70% of the commission will be reversed; if death occurs in the ninth (8th) month, 55% of the commission will be reversed; il death
accurs in the tenth (10lh} month, 40% of ihe commission will be reversed; il death occurs in lhe elevenlh {11lh} month, 25% of the commission will be
reversed; and if death oceurs in the twelfth (12th) monlh, 10% of the commission will be reversed.

(E) For those annuities where the wriling agent purposely designaled thal the commissions are 1o be paid wilh rail commissions, the following condilions
also apply 1o commissions to be paid under the Trail Commission schedule: Starting at the firsl {1st) policy anniversary and continuing lhrough the
fifteenlh {15th) policy anniversary, an additional commission is payable on the annuity peolicy's account value, as of year-end, thal is allributable to [irsi
year depostls, The addilional commission is payable to you under lhese condilions: (1) you are the wriling agentl of the annuily, {2} you remain ellglble
lo receive commissions under lhe terms of your agent conlracl, {3} the policy has nol been lerminaled, surrendered, exchanged for anclher NWL®
policy, rolled over lo a company other than NWL®, terminaled due %o death, or has not been reissued under a supplemental retiremenl option, benefil, or
contract, and {4) the policy has been in force at Ieasl twelve {12) months.

{F) If lhe annuilanl dies within one {1) year of the palicy issue date, and the death benefil elected is lump sum paymenl, lhere is na commission
chargeback. If the annuilant dies within one (1} vear of lhe policy issue date, and lhe death benefil elecled is payment of the accaunt value over a
period of at least five (5) years, commission will be adjusled. I death occurs within six {6) monlhs of policy issue, 100% of lhe commission will be
reversed, Il death occurs in lhe seventh (7th) month, 85% of lhe commission will be reversed; if dealh cccurs in the eighth (8th) monlh, 70% of lhe
commission will be reversed; il dealh accurs in the ninth (9th} menth, 55% of the commission will be reversed; if dealh occurs in the tenth (10th) month,
40% of lhe commission will be reversed; if death occurs in the eleventh (111h) monlh, 25% of lhe commission will be reversed; and il death occurs in {he
twelfth (12th) menlh, 10% of the commission will be reversed.
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9. JOINT COMMISSIONS. In case any agent or any other person acling for us shall secure an annuity application jointly with you, the
credit for such busingss shall be equally divided (unless otherwise shown on the applicalion) among those whose names appear on the
applicalion, and you shall be pai¢ commissions on your share of the business only.

10. DISPUTED COMMISSIONS. In all cases where your claim to commissions is disputed for any reasan, we shall have the right to
decide and settle the dispute, and our decision shall be binding and conclusive.,

11. FIRST YEAR AND RENEWAL COMMISSIONS. First year and renewal commissions are subject to the following modifications:
(7) no commissions shall be paid on premiums for shert term insurance or flat extra premiums (substandard); (b) first year commissions
on policies with a face amount less than $2,500 will be reduced by five percent (5%), except where the annualized premiums exceed
$120; (c} commissions shall not be paid on policies reinstated unless such reinstatement was accomplished by you; {d) {i) commissions
on policy forms or riders not shown in the "Schedule of Commissions," (i} commissions for conversion of term policies or changes fram
one form of insurance to another (whether issued ariginally by this or a prior or predecessor company), or (iii} commissions for the
rewriting or replacement of policies (whether issued originally by this or a prior or predecessor company), are not covered by this
coniract but may be queted upon request Lo us and may be changed from time to time or eliminated by us in our sole discretion; and (e)
if a policy is reinsured, we may modify the rate of first year and renewal commissions and ihe period for which renewals will be paid.

12. STATEMENT OF ACCOUNT. We will furnish you a copy of your commission account once a month provided that transactions
occur in your account during the month. Unless you notify us in writing within sixty (60) days of lhe issue date of each statement of any
differences belween such statement and your account, you shall have waived the right to contest the accuracy, correctness, and basis
of the stalemenl. Such slatement shalt be compelent and conclusive evidence of the silalus of your account.

13. TERMINATION. Either parly may terminale this conlract by giving the other parly fifteen (15) days' written notice to such parly's
last known address. This conlract shall terminate immediately in the event of (a) your death, (b) your becoming lotally or pecrmanenily
disabled {as determined by us), {c) your breach of any provision of lhis contract, or (d} our withdrawal from the lerritories where you are
licensed. Such terminalion shall not impair your right to receive commissions on policies previously procured except as provided
herein. After termination of this contract, all debts hereunder are due and payable immediately without further notice or demand.

14. COMMISSIONS AFTER TERMINATION. After termination of this contract you shall not be entitled to receive commissions
hereunder unless all debls are fully repaid by you to us within thirty (30} days from the date such debts are dus. Commissions payable
hereunder after the termination shall be payable anly so long as such commissions exceed $300. [f such commissions are less than
$300 during any calendar year, no further commissions will be paid to you after the end of the calendar year.

15. RESERVATIONS. We reserve the following rights at our discrelion without liability to you: (a) lo change commissions on any
policy form or rider upon furnishing notice to you, but such change shall not affect applicalions received by us prior to such nolice, (b) to
withdraw any policy forms, {c) to change our premium rates, {d) to reject annuitly applications wilhout specifying cause, and (e} lo adopt
rules and praclices from time to time relating 1o any matter not othenwise covered in his contract.

16. ADVERTISING. You and your agenls shall not issue or authorize any advertisement, circular, news release or other
communication using our name or our product names (whether writlen, oral, audio, or visual) without prior written approval by us.

17. LEGAL ACTION. You shall not institute any administralive or legal proceeding on our behalf without our written approval, If any
administrative or legal aclion is brough! against you or us, or bolh jointly, by reason of any alleged act, fault, or failure by you in
connection with your activilies hereunder, we may require you to defend such action. |If we bring any administrative or legal aclion, or
both, by reason of an alleged act, faull, or failure by you in connection with your activities hereunder, we may require you to hire and
pay an altomney, subject to our approval, who will represent us. However, at our option, we may defend or institute any such action and
expend such sums, including attorney's fees, as may in our judgment be necessary. You shall pay 1o us on demand any amount that
may be recovered against us in any such action and any attorney's fees and other expenses that may have been paid by us therein
excepl in those cases where you were not at fault ang should not be held responsible.

18. FUNDS AND SUPPLIES. All books, documents, vouchers, receipts, lisls, notices, or other papers of any kind used by you in any
transaction involving us and any other personal properly furnished by us shall remain our property, shall be open 1o inspection by us at
all times, and shall be returned to us at termination of this conlract. All uncellecled premium receipls and undelivered policies sent to
you far delivery and collection shall be promptly returned to us.

19. REIMBURSEMENT. You agree lo pay directly or reimburse us for the following expenses: (a) all agent laxes, municipal license
fees, and local and state taxes faor the territory covered by this contract, (b) all charges provided in our Rulas and Reguiations, including
charges for nol taken policies, for applications not completed, for policies reissued for a reduced amount, or a change in dating or a
change of plan, and (c) the premium for an indemnity bond in a satisfactory amount to secure your fidelity and faithful performance
under this contract, if such bond is requested by us.

20. ADVANCEMENTS AND DEBTS. Any sums that may be advanced to you or your agents by reason of our practice to advance
against fulure commission earnings or for any olher reason shall be and become a debt from you to us, due and payable on demand.
You shall also be liable for any claims we may have against you or your agents, or both, and such claims shall be considered a debt
payable on demand. All debts shall bear inlerest at the highest rate permilled by law. We shall have a first lien on all compensation
payable hereunder or any supplement or amendment hereto for any debt due us from you, and we may at any {ime deduct from any
monies due you under this contract, or from any other source, any debts due from you to us. We have ihe right to demand that any
debls be paid by you at any time. If we shall relurn the premiums on a policy for any cause, you are required to repay to us on demand
the amount of commissions received on lhe premiums so returned. You agree lo pay reasonable attorney's fees and court costs to
collect said debt.
